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The National Latino Peace Officer’s Association (NLPOA) Scholarship for students pursuing careers 
in law enforcement or related professions, is sponsored by the National Latino Peace Officer’s 
Association, San Diego Chapter.

Eligibility Criteria for First-Time Scholarship Applicants 
Scholarship recipients must meet each of the following requirements: 
 

1. You must be a graduate from a California High School 
2. You must be admitted to a community college or a four-year university 
3. You must be a California resident 

 
Eligibility Criteria for Renewal Scholarship Applicants 
Students who have received a scholarship under this program in any previous academic year may be 
eligible to apply for renewal of their scholarship for the following academic.  Renewal candidates must 
meet each of the following requirements: 
 

1. You must maintain a satisfactory academic progress as determined by your campus. 
2. You must have successfully completed a minimum of twenty-four (24) units in the previous 

academic year 
3. An applicant may receive no more than two of these scholarships 

 
Application Process 
Applicants must submit a completed NLPOA Scholarship form, along with a copy of their high school 
diploma or any college work completed through the fall term.  A letter of recommendation and a 
personal statement must also be attached to the completed application.  Certification of current or 
forthcoming admission is required. 
 
Interested students should contact the NLPOA Scholarship Committee before the application deadlines 
of June 30 and December 31.

This resume will be critiqued and 
returned to your with comments.  The review will enable you to use this resume for future applications 
in education and employment. 
 
Essay – This essay should include your background, values, goals and provide us with an example of 
your written expression.  The essay must be typed, double-spaced, and a minimum of one and one-half 
pages and no more than three pages in length.
